It is 
extremely popular with Iberian owners and riders and their supporters. 

We offer a fantastic opportunity to compete at our National show with a chance of being selected to 
represent Great Britain as part of Team MCI GB at the prestigious European finals. Next year the final will 
be held at Le Mans in France and we are sure we will have a great team to represent Great Britain as we 
are aiming for Gold.
